CERTIFICATION SEMINAR

This seminar, presented by the New Jersey Local Boards of Health Association (NJLBHA), has been designed to assist Local Board members in understanding their roles, responsibilities, and authorities, and to provide the information and tools to better serve the Public Health needs of their communities. 

The morning session is an orientation to membership on a Local Board of Health, including Authority and powers of a Board of Health including functions of a Board of Health, responsibilities of the Board and of individual members, Public Health advocacy, responsibilities of a Board of Health as contained in the Public Health Practices Standards of Local Boards of Health in New Jersey, basic terminology in Public Health, essential public health services, legal issues related to Local Boards of Health, and effective Board leadership.  
The afternoon session offers training in ICS 100 and 700.  The Incident Command System, or ICS, is a standardized, on-scene, all-hazard incident management concept (www.fema.gov).  The training presented at this seminar is specifically designed to prepare Local Board of Health members for their responsibilities.  In order to qualify for most U.S. Department of Homeland Security grants, local officials, including Local Board of Health members, must be ICS certified. Successful completion of this seminar confers that certification on Board Members.  The afternoon session will also provide training on budgeting and effective interaction with governing bodies and other municipal agencies, the wider community and the media.  
Board members who successfully complete the entire seminar will be certified by NJLBHA as a Certified Board of Health Member, and will be entitled to use the initials CBHM after their names.  This is the first such certification program in the United States.  Board members who do not wish to receive CBHM and ICS certification may attend only the morning session.    
The New Jersey Local Boards of Health Association brings local Public Health concerns to the attention of those who are responsible for development of state and national policy, serves as a medium for communication among local Boards and provides information and training that will improve local Boards’ and Board members’ ability to lead their communities toward improved health.
